Cadw Heol y Gwyddau ar agor.  Gweithiodd Cynghorwyr Plaid Cymru’n galed i gadw
Heol y Gwyddau ar agor fel rhan o ail ddatblygu safle’r Hen Fart yn y dref. Pleidleisiodd y
Cynghorwyr Llafur ac Annibynnol i gyd dros ei chau. Pleidleisiodd Cynghorwyr Plaid Cymru
i’w chadw ar agor ac yna trefnu cyfarfodydd cyhoeddus ar eu costau eu hunain i
wrthwynebu’r cau. Buont yn rhan o’r ymgyrch lwyddiannus ‘Cadw Heol y Gwyddau Ar
Agor’.

Cynlluniau Arafu Traffig.  Bydd cynllun gwerth £10,000 i  Arafu Traffig ar Heol Dolgwili,
tu allan i Ysbyty Glangwili, ac yn Heol Bronwydd, gyferbyn a Hafod Cwnin, yn ei le yn fuan.
Talwyd amdano gan ddau Gynghorydd Plaid Cymru allan o’u cronfa lwfansau. Bydd cynllun
tebyg yn dod i ardal Heol y Bragdy a Teras Waterloo yn fuan.

Datblygiad safle’r Hen Fart.  Rydym ni wedi cadw llygad barcud ar y cynlluniau a’r
effaith posibl ar y strydoedd a’r cartrefi sydd yn ymyl, ac yn dal mewn cyswllt cyson gyda
phobl yr ardal o gwmpas.

Trafnidiaeth Ysgol.   Byddai Plaid Cymru’n ymgyrchu i ddisgyblion i gael teithio am
ddim o fewn y dref i’r ysgolion uwchradd er mwyn diogelwch a lleihau’r defnydd o geir er
mwyn gwella’r amgylchedd.

Gwelliannau.  Dros y 4 blynedd diwethaf cafodd nifer o stadau oleuadau stryd newydd,
heolydd a phalmentydd newydd. Cafwyd gwell gwasanaethau bysiau lleol a chodwyd
nifer o gysgodfeydd bysiau newydd gydag eraill i’w codi yn 2008/9 – i restri ond rhai
ychwanegiadau o fewn y Ward.

Mwy o ddemocratiaeth.  Rydym ni o blaid adolygiad llwyr o’r ffordd y mae’r Cyngor
Sir yn cael ei redeg gan ein bod yn credu bod gormod o rym gan y Cabinet. Byddwn
hefyd yn rhoi mwy o sylw i wella gwasanaethau dydd i ddydd y Cyngor.

Ieuenctid.  Byddem yn hyrwyddo mwy o ‘Glybiau Ieuenctid’ a ‘Chynlluniau Helpu’r Ifanc’
yn y dref ac mewn adeiladau addas.

Gofal.  Rydym ni am ddatblygu gofal personol er mwyn helpu pobl i fyw’n annibynnol a
datblygu’r gwasanaeth sydd ar gael yn y Ganolfan Ddydd yn Heol Sant Ioan yn y dref.

Mae gan y Blaid 60 o ymgeiswyr yn yr etholiadau i Gyngor Sir Caerfyrddin ar Fai 1af.

Keeping in touch with our electors.  On a regular basis over the past 4 years we
have distributed ‘Newsletters’ and held regular ‘Street Surgeries’ throughout the North
Ward. We have been able to help so many of you with local and personal issues. We will
continue this important service in the future.

Keeping St. Catherine Street Open.  Plaid Councillors were instrumental in keeping
St. Catherine Street open as part of the Old Mart Site Development.  All Labour and
Independent Councillors voted to close it. Plaid Councillors voted to keep it open and
arranged public meetings at their own cost  to oppose the closure. We were then involved
with the successful ‘Keep St. Catherine Street Open’ campaign.

Traffic Calming Schemes.  A new £10,000 Traffic Calming Scheme will be in place
soon at Dolgwili Rd outside Glangwili Hospital and at Bronwydd Rd adjacent to Hafod
Cwnin, paid for by the two Plaid Councillors from their ‘fund allowances’.  A similar Traffic
Calming Scheme will soon be in place in Brewery Rd and Waterloo Terrace.

Old Mart Site Development.  We have kept a very close eye on all plans and possible
effect on surrounding streets and properties. We remain in close contact with residents
in the area.

School Transport.  Plaid would review the issue of allowing once again Free School
Transport  within the town of Carmarthen for safety reasons, with a reduction in the use
of cars which will improve the environment.

Improvements.  Over the last 4 years local improvements have included major new
Street Lighting Schemes, new roadways and pavements in many estates, improved local
bus services with new bus shelters with more to come in 2008/9.

More democracy.  We need a thorough review of the democratic set up of the County
Council as we believe that the 10 member Cabinet has far too much power. We would
also concentrate on improving the Council’s ‘day to day services’.

Youth.  We would promote more ‘Youth Clubs’ and ‘Youth Support Schemes’ within our
communities in suitable buildings.

Care. We favour the development of personal care schemes to promote independent
living and expand the services offered by the Myrddin Day Centre in St. John’s Street.

Plaid has 60 candidates for the forthcoming County Council elections in
Carmarthenshire on May 1st.  37 seats are needed to win control of the Council.
Plaid is the ONLY PARTY that can challenge the Labour/Independent run
Authority. With your help we can ‘Move Carmarthenshire Forward.’
